Vnutorny predpoklad interpretdcie gregoridnskeho chordlu

Interpreti gregorianskeho chordlu sa tak trochu podobajii restaurdatorom, ktort
maju zalubu v znovuozivovani starych, zabudnutych, vyblednutych a mozno
i poskodenych obrazov. Po dlhych hodindch vytrvalej prdace sa nam predstavi
pred tym uz necitatelny vyjav na obraze v zZivych farbdach a my obdivujeme jeho
povodnii krdsu...

Gregoriansky choral sa formoval najmd pri bohosluzbach v reholnych komunitdch
pred tisic i viac rokmi. Vychddzal zo srdca veriaceho spolocenstva, ktoré prezivalo
svoj vztah k Bohu najmd meditovanim textov Pisma v ramci liturgie. Je to spev,
ktory vznikol v spolocenstve

Cirkvi na oslavu Boha a preto je viastnym spevom Cirkvi. Odbornici vedia, ze
grafické zapisy gregorianskych melddii si rozlicné a nie je vzdy jednoduché ich
desifrovat. V novsej dobe sa latincina ako bohosluzobny jazyk vytratila a s nou
aj gregoriansky chordl. Preto je velmi chvalyhodna cinnost tych, co sa snazia v
gregorianskych schélach o interpretaciu tohto choralu. Pri tejto ,, reStaurdtorskej
aktivite sa moze pozornost interpretov zamerat’ na co najvernejsie ozivenie
notovych zaznamov a zrejme aj festival sleduje a hodnoti tento ciel. Je tu vSak
nebezpecenstvo niecoho takého, o com hovori apostol Pavol vo svojej ,, Velpiesni
lasky*: ,,Keby som lasky nemal, bol by som ako cvendziaci kov a zuniaci
cimbal* (1 Kor 13, 1). Bez osvojenia si vnitorného vztahu k Bohu, ktory prezivali tvorcovia gregorianskeho choralu,
bez osobnej, uprimnej a vriicnej viery a lasky ku Kristovi, bez pritomnosti Ducha Svitého v dusi interpreta by bol
spev gregorianskeho chordlu iba mechanickou rekonstrukciou melddie, ktorej by ale chybal vmiitorny Zivot. Kto chce
opravdivo interpretovat’ gregoriansky chordal, mal by sa snazit osvojit’ si tie duchovné postoje, ktoré mali ti, co tento
spev vtvorili: vprimni krestanskii vieru, zivé spolocenstvo s Cirkvou, aktivau uicast’ na liturgii, prezivanie vztahu ku
Kristovi, hlboké premeditovanie spievanych slov a — samozrejme — uisilie o Zivot v zhode s vierou, pretoze, ako uz davno
pripomenul svity Augustin, spievat’ Bohu majii nielen nase tista, ale hlavne cely nds Zivot md byt oslavou Boha. Zeldm
vSetkym ucastnikom festivalu gregorianskeho choralu, aby sa o tieto predpoklady snazili, Ze by sme cez nich mohli prezit
spritomnenie spolocenstva Cirkvi, ktoré oslavuje svojho Pana.

The inner precondition for the interpretation of Gregorian chant

Gregorian chant interpreters are similar to the restorers that bring back to life old, forgotten, faded and damaged
paintings. Their long hours of tireless work recreate for us scenes almost vanished, and we can admire their original
beauty in shining colors. The Gregorian chant was created as a part of religious services in monasteries more than
thousand years ago. It came from the heart of the believer community, from people living their lives in relationship
with God, contemplating the texts of the Scripture through the liturgy. The Gregorian chant was created by the Church
community for the celebration of God and therefore it is the true chant of the Church. The specialists know that the
notations recording Gregorian melodies are diverse and deciphering them is often difficult. In recent years, the latin
language has disappeared from the religious services, and with it the Gregorian chant has faded out too. This is why
we should praise the efforts of those who attempt interpretation of these chants. Interpreters as “restorers” of the
Gregorian chant often concentrate on tbringing old music notation back to life as faithfully as possible. Perhaps this is
even the main goal of this festival. Yet, we have to be aware of the danger pointed out by the Apostle Paul: “Though I
speak with the tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, I have become sounding brass or a clanging cymbal.
(1 Corinhians 13, 1). Without adopting inner attitude towards God felt by the creators of the Gregorian chant; without
personal, sincere and ardent faith and love for the Christ; without the presence of the Holy Spirit in the soul of the
musician, the performance of the Gregorian chant is only a mechanic recreation of melodies, lacking inner life. Those
who truly want to perform the Gregorian chant should adopt the spiritual attitude mastered by its creators: sincere
Christian faith, live companionship with the Church, active participation in the liturgy, living one’s relationship with
the Christ, deep contemplation of the words sung and, of course, the effort to live one’s life in accordance with faith;
because, as St. Augustin reminded us long ago, not only our mouth should sing to God, but our whole life should become
the celebration of God. I wish to all participants of the Gregorian chant festival that they attempt to achieve these
preconditions, so that we can live the renewed Church companionship trough their performances, and thus celebrate
our Lord.

The choir’s repertoire of Gregorian chant and
Latin polyphony today also includes more recent
works by composers such as Jonathan Dove and
Eric Whitacre. The Abbey Choir consists of treble
choristers and six professional lay clerks. The
choristers are all pupils of St Benedict’s School,
Ealing, where they play a prominent musical role.
The Choir’s principal commitment revolves
around the liturgy in the Abbey Church each week
and at Christmas and Easter. Outside the liturgy
the choir is extremely active. Recently the choir
has recorded on the Herald label, with Personent
Hodie released in 2010 and Buxtehude’s Membra
Jesu nostri in 2013. The choir has toured to Rome
(2007), Strasbourg (2010), USA (2011 & 2015) and
Poland (2014) to great acclaim, with a future tour
planned to Austria and Slovakia (2016). Recent
concert performances include Bach’s St John
Passion, Handel’s Messiah Monteverdi’s Vespers
1610 and Orff’s Carmina Burana at Cadogan Hall.

Christopher Eastwood is currently Director
of Music at St Benedict’s School, Ealing, and
Director of Music at Ealing Abbey. He began
his musical studies as a chorister at Westminster
Cathedral, under the direction of James
O’Donnell, and subsequently read Music at
Lincoln College, Oxford, studying the organ with
David Sanger. Following his graduation from
Oxford, Christopher served as Organ Scholar
at Portsmouth & Westminster Cathedrals. He
