Pianist and choirmaster, Blanka Juhanakova
graduated from Bratislava Conservatory and
Janacek Academy of Musical Art in Brno. She
lectures  conducting at the Conservatory and
the Academy of Musical Art in Bratislava. Since
1989 she has been leading the mixed choir Cantus
and 1991-2001 she was choirmaster of the Slovak
Phil-harmonic Choir, with whom she prepared
several notable projects.

She participated in the Boris Godunov project
at the Salzburg Festival and in Japan, together
with Claudio Abbado and prepared the Slovak
Philharmonic Choir for the opera Rienzi by
Wagner, with Zubin
Mehta. In 1994
she initiated the
establishment of the

professional male
vocal ensemble,
Octet Singers,

with whom she has
recorded three CDs.

In 2000 she became
the Chairwoman
of the Commission
for Choir singing in Slovakia for the National
Education Centre. She is a regular member and
chairman of professional juries at choir festivals
and competitions both home and abroad. Since
2002 she has been a member of the Commission
for Concert Artists for the Music Fund and since
2003 a member of the Artistic and Scientific
Council of the Musical and Dance Faculty of
Academy of Musical Art in Bratislava.

As a conductor and chamber musician she
regularly performs in Slovakia and abroad
(Belgium, France, Greece, Japan, South
Korea, Luxembourg, Germany, Spain, Austria,

Switzerland and the USA).

In April 2005 she made her succesfull debut
in the Rudolfinum in Prague with the Prague
Philharmonic Choir and with the Symphony
Orchestra of the Czech Radio in Verdi's Requiem
with the conductor Ondrej Lenard.

Prof. Waldemar Goérski /PL/

Conductor and organizer of musical life. He
graduated from
the faculties:
Instrumental and
Choral  Conducting
Academy of Music. S.
Moniuszko in Gdansk
(with honors, 1995),
studied conducting
symphony and opera
at the Academy of
Music. |J Paderewski
in Poznan. In 2000, qualified first degree in
conducting vocal and vocal-instrumental (doctor
of musical arts), and in 2006 a doctorate PhD.
in the discipline of ,,conducting at the Academy
of Music in Krakow. In 2008, appointed to the
position of Associate Professor at the Academy of
Music in Gdansk. In 2011, received a nomination
from the President of the Republic of Poland for
the title of Professor of Musical Arts. He made
numerous trips and tours as artistic director and
lecturer, both at home and abroad, including
Germany, France, Lithuania, Hungary, Ukraine,
Italy, Austria, the Netherlands, Spain, the
Czech Republic, Turkey, Ecuador).

choral singing in 1987.
He was conductor of the
renowned Pedagogical
University Zwickau
Choir.  With his choir
he performed a wide
repertoire of compositions for a cappella choirs and
with orchestra too. Under his direction the choir
won numerous prizes at national and international
choir competitions.

Ralf Eisenbeil was lecturer at the central seminar
for choral conductors in Berlin and organised
numerous workshops himself. He often appears as
guest conductor at home and abroad, for example
in Vancouver (Canada) and in Shaoxing University
(China). He conducted different orchestras in
Germany and abroad for instance in Austria, Latvia,
Korea, China and Indonesia.

Since more than 25 years he works as one the
artistic directors of INTERKULTUR. He is the head
of the artistic directors of INTERKULTUR. Ralf
EisenbeiB is founder of the International Robert
Schumann Choir Competition in Zwickau and. He is
one of the founders of the World Choir Games. Since
1992 he was responsible for about 120 international
competitions of INTERKULTUR in Germany, Italy,
Korea, Indonesia, China, Austria, Spain, USA and
other countries.

Ralf EisenbeiB was very often invited as a juror in
national and other international choir competitions
all over the world (Germany, Great Britain,
Netherlands, Ukraine, Russia, Indonesia).
